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Aim/Goal of the 4-week Curriculum:

· Students will create a representation of identity in terms of their self-image. First the image will be recorded on a digital camera, then, printed onto paper, gridded and transferred onto acetate paper. Students will use paint swatches to represent their identity on the acetate paper.

· Students will learn about mosaics, abstract art, visual presentation of identity and what makes them unique.

· Students will also understand how people unknowingly frame their judgments by using a limited palette.
Fine Arts Goals Met by the Objectives:

Objectives: Students will…

Creative/Productive Objective:

· Students will begin by taping their portrait on the acetate paper and try to match colors they see fit to create their final self-portrait. Students will then be asked to write out ideas (start to think about their artists statement) for an artist statement to explain their choices in their work.
· Measurable criteria:  In progress self-portrait mosaic, beginning to formulate their artist statement and the ability to properly demonstrate the knowledge covered in this and consequent lessons at the discretion of the teacher. 

· Timeframe: Students will be given an ample amount of time during the studio portion of the lesson.
Multicultural/Historical Objective:

· Students will examine other artists’ self-portraits and portraits from various interpretations to further their comprehension of portraiture and self-/identity. By looking at multiple examples, they will expand their definition of identity in portraiture and how a portrait can be complied and composed.
Affective/Expressive Objective:

· Students will examine the differences between the identity they display around others and the identity they withhold or wish they could convey. Students will discuss and interpret their own visual presentation of identity. 
· Students will choose colors to their like/dislike. 


· Student will challenge how they represent others and understand how outsiders might identify the students.

Vocabulary:

Production:

· Mosaic: art consisting of a design made of small pieces of colored stone or glass.
· Collage: a paste-up made by sticking together pieces of paper or photographs to form an artistic image.
· Grid: a pattern of regularly spaced horizontal and vertical lines.

· Mixed Media: combination involving the use of two or more artistic media, such as ink and pastel or painting and collage, that are combined in a single composition.
Affective/Expressive:

· Identity: the individual characteristics by which a thing or person is recognized or known.

· Identification: evidence of identity; something that identifies a person or thing.

· Communication: something (like information) that is communicated by or to or between people or groups.

· Representation: a creation that is a visual or tangible rendering of someone or something.

· Consumerism: equating of personal happiness with the purchasing of material possessions and consumption.

Multicultural/Historical Objective:

· Portrait: any likeness of a person, in any medium.

· Self-Portrait: a representation of an artist, drawn, painted, photographed, or sculpted by the artist.

Motivation/Activities and Prompts:
· Discussion Board: When looking at the images ask… (Use VTS during the showcase of exemplars.) 
· Why do artists create pictures of themselves?
· What might their choice of materials say about themselves/their work express?
· What about the color of some of these faces? Are our skin colors all the same tones and shades? Human skin colors range in very many different tones: for example, I have reddish cheeks and a yellowish nose, with light and dark areas in different creases and parts of my face. Look in your hand mirrors and see the settle, but different colors and areas of light/dark patches on your face. 

· What do you see? Did you not/did you know these parts of your face this intimately?

* The purpose of showing all of these artifacts is to introduce students to analyzing the identity either the artist’ self-identity or the artist representing others. This will help students build a foundation of knowledge of what aspect of their identity that they would like to present/represent in the consequent lessons.

Classroom Layout/Physical Set-up:

· WALL POSTINGS: The students’ portrait posters for visual motivation around the classroom walls & teacher exemplars. Sketchbook instructions on the dry erase board/black board. 

· TABLE FORMATION:  

· Enough room between tables for teacher to move through, yet a close, social space where students can see what other students are working on.  Twelve/thirteen students can comfortably sit at this arrangement…and a demo can be held in the middle of the arrangement for all students to see. 











· MATERIALS DISTRIBUTION AREA:  

· List of materials needed for today’s lesson

· Class Schedule

· DEMONSTRATION AREA: 

· The first slide on the Power Point Presentation will instruct students on the Sketchbook Activity question of the day: “TITLE: Self-Portraits Use the hand mirrors, select ONE part of your face (eye(s), nose, mouth, chin) and try to draw it in your sketchbook. Remember, it doesn’t have to be perfect!”

List of Vocabulary Words for the day: Identity, Presentation, Representation, Consumerism

· Procedures:
· SKETCHBOOK TIME: 15 minutes
· Students will have a hand mirror (use the side with the 5x magnification) propped up on a stand, they will attempt to draw one part/section of their face. No formal drawing techniques will be given. The prompt is: Draw one part or section of your face. Use the hand mirrors!

· The sketchbook prompt will be visible on the PPP’s first slide. (Also see if any students or students that missed last week would like to add/finish puzzle piece drawings from last week!)

· DISCUSSION: 15 minutes
· Discussing + sharing the drawing(s) they worked on in today’s sketchbook lesson.
· Recapping last weeks puzzle lesson to introduce today’s lesson.
· What did everyone think of the project last week? 
· If they didn’t have a chance to share last week, ask students to explain why they chose the images and text they used to paint their puzzle piece. 
· Does anyone want to share some of their drawings from today’s sketchbook? Why did you decide to draw your nose/mouth/eyes/chin only? What were you interested in? E.G.: Did the freckles/wrinkles in your cheeks/lips make you interested in drawing only your lips? So you have altered the representation of yourself to your viewer by only showing them your (whatever facial part they have decided to draw). 
· Today we’ll be looking at another aspect of portraits: abstract/conceptual portraits. 
· Have you ever been to Home Depot/Lowe’s/ACE Hardware with someone and seen the paint supply section? Have you ever looked at all the paint samples available? Do you think that every color is available for you to choose to paint with? Why/not? What colors might be missing? Have you seen the names of some colors?  (Show a paint sample in class and ask the students to pass it around and NOT look at the given name on the paint sample.) What would YOU name this paint color? What if I tell you this color is called “name of color”? Does that appeal to you? Does that confuse you? Do you know what consumerism means? (Explain definition + relate it back to previous lessons’ discussion of consumerism. Think about Barbara Kruger’s work, “I shop. Therefore, I am.”) Do you think about yourself as a consumer? Do you like to buy clothing/toys/art materials/food? How does this shape your identity? 
· DEMONSTRATIONS: 10 minutes

· Learning from the puzzle pieces we made last week, we will review more portraiture that expresses identity and looking at mosaics.
· Show Historical/Multicultural exemplars

· Watch the YouTube video on Paint Swatch art! http://www.youtube.com/watch?v=CHt8AWMdrks&feature=related (Can also be saved into the PPP using www.Vixy.net)

· Students will be asked to discuss + analyze what they see in the exemplars & describe how that relates to their project, or perhaps, discuss the meaning or emotion they encounter as a viewer. Use VTS during the showcase of exemplars. Get students thinking about different ways to perceive/represent their self.
· Students will decide what color paint swatch closely match their portraiture grid-piece to represent/present as a part of their identity. 

PROCESS:

1. Place the sheet of acetate paper directly over the gridded-portrait. Make sure it’s lined up properly. Tape the acetate over the image.

2. Following the squares on the photograph, match paint swatches to the color closest to the ones found on the photograph. 
3. Use the glue dots to stick your paint swatch onto the acetate paper. Peel off the clear backing, stick the glue dot directly onto the paint swatch, then remove the clear backing. Place the sticky paint swatch onto your sheet of acetate paper.

4.  (FURTHER STEP-BY-STEP instructions will be given once ST has tested it out!)

· Students will plot out each color onto their artwork during the design/work session, once they have committed to paint sample color, they can start gluing their paint swatches onto the acetate. The end result will be a collage of color.
· Show teacher made exemplars and explain parts of the mosaic that were added based on your own color choice/identity.

· DESIGN/WORK SESSION: 25-30 minutes
· Students’ photographs have been resized and gridded in Photoshop ahead of class time and printed out. During class time, students will review paint samples that they would like to use in their final image. 

· Remind student to figure out their own ways of applying the glue dots/paint swatches, some students have found “short cuts!” or ways that work best for them and their learning ability.

· Remind students to experiment with different shapes of paint swatches or possible layering of paint swatches.

· During Studio Time, the teacher will be circulating around the room to help + guide students who need further assistance/explanation/motivation. 

· Encourage each student to discuss (in private) their portrait piece to get them thinking about potentially sharing their work/ideas with their classmates during the Closure.

· CLEAN UP:  5 minutes

· Inform the class to put their finished products on the drying racks and return their supplies back to where they belong. Also, remind students to return to their seats once they are finished washing hands, cleaning their area, helping a classmate clean up, etc.

· Ask students, once they have cleaned up, to walk around and view their classmates’ work space. See how they have applied the paint swatches, what colors they have decided to use, ask why?, etc.
· Remind students to wrap up, clean up area/hand and return to seats five minutes until closure.

· CLOSURE:  10 minutes 

· Get students to expand their knowledge about the concept of “identity”, “presentation”, “consumerism” once again. 

· What are some different ways to do portraiture? What does a different presentation do for the meaning of artwork? 

· Are you a famous artist if your work is hanging on the fridge? What makes an artist/person famous? How does fame become a part of one’s identity? 

· How are you limited as a consumer? Are there truly unlimited goods for you to purchase…or does it just appear that way?

· What happens when you think up a color to use in your artwork, but you can’t buy it somewhere? Are you limited by the consumer culture? 
· Ask students what they learned from a classmate or what they learned today that they didn’t know before class.
